1. Call to Order 
The Chairman established the presence of a quorum and called the meetinn to order at 7:30 D.m. He - 

introduced and welcomed the guests present. 

2. Confirmation of Minutes of the January 25, 2007, Meetinc+WPPDC/M(O7)7 
Mr. Davis made a motion, seconded by Mr. Astin, to approve the minutes of the January 25, 2007, meeting 

Upon vote, the motion carried unanimously. 
THE BOARD: 
Voted unanimously to approve the minutes of the January 25, 2007, meeting. 

3. Points Arising from Previous Meetings 
The Executive Director advised that, at the September 28, 2006, Board meeting, the Commissioners had 

voted to reimburse the Commission staff at the state rate effective July 1, 2006, for mileage at a rate of 44.5 cents 
for the first 15,000 miles and 13 cents thereafter and to use the state's approved table for reimbursement of 
meals, incidentals, and lodging expenses that became effective July 1, 2006. On February 8, 2007, the state 
provided a copy of the revised VDOT Travel Guidelines effective October 1, 2006. In keeping with the state's 
guidelines, the staff requested permission to be reimbursed at the state rate effective October 1, 2006, for 
mileage at a rate of 48.5 cents and to use the state's approved table for reimbursement of meals, incidentals, and 
lodging expenses that became effective October 1, 2006. 

At its earlier session, the Executive Committee had voted unanimously to recommend that the Board approve 
the new reimbursement rates for meals, incidentals, and lodging as presented. Mr. Daniels made a motion, 
seconded by Mr. Seale, to accept the Executive Committee's recommendation. Upon vote, the motion carried 
unanimouslv. 

THE BOARD: 
Voted unanimously to approve the new state reimbursement rates for meals, incidentals, and lodging that became 
effective October 1, 2006, as presented. 

4. Treasurer's Report: November 30, 2006-WPPDC/P(07)3 and December 31. 2006WPPDC/P(07)4 
Following the report by Treasurer Astin, Mr. Seale made a motion, seconded by Mr. Daniels, to approve the 

Treasurer's ~ e ~ o r t s  as oresented. Uoon vote. the motion carried unanimouslv. 
THE BOARD: 
Voted unanimously to approve the November 30, 2006, and December 31,2006, Treasurer's Reports as presented. 

5. lntersovernmental Review: Goodwill Industries of the Vallevs, Rocky Mount - Federal Transit 
Administration Section 5310 Grant Application - FY 2008 - Request for Funding for Purchase of 
Vehicle-- WPPDC/P(O 7) 6 
Goodwill lndustries of the Valleys, Rocky Mount, had submitted an application package to the Virginia 

Department of Rail and Public Transportation requesting Federal Transit Administration Section 5310 funding to 
purchase a new vehicle (a 14-passenger body-on chassis vehicle with wheelchair lift) to transport the 
developmentally disabled consumers in Franklin County, primarily to their worksites in Rocky Mount and 
throughout the County, as well as to community activities, and medical appointments. The total purchase cost of 
the vehicle was estimated to be $45,000 (federal share, $36,000; local share, $9,000). The new vehicle was 
intended to add to Goodwill's existing vehicle fleet to provide additional demand responsive transportation to 
consumers. The organization's operations provides transportation primarily for developmentally disabled, and 
included transportation: 1) to and from consumers' homes to their work center worksite in Rocky Mount; 2) 
supported employment at other community worksites; 3) transportation for a work enclave, a group of consumers 
working in the community on a specified work contract; 4) community activities; 5) medical appointments. In 
addition, transportation is provided for disadvantaged youth to participate in assigned work projects in the County. 
The Goodwill Southern Division's managed activities include: 1) work center operations for the disabled; 2) 
community employment projects; 3) disadvantaged youth services; 4) donated goods centers; 5) retail stores 
located in Franklin County, Patrick County, Bedford, Lynchburg, and Martinsville. 

No adverse comments had been received during the Intergovernmental Review Process. 
Mr. Bruce Phipps (PresidentICEO), Mr. Mark Brittain, and Ms. Christine Fisher of Goodwill lndustries of the 

Valleys were present to respond to questions concerning the application. 
Mr. Astin made a motion, seconded by Ms. Burnette, to make a favorable comment on the project. Upon 

vote. the motion carried unanimously. 
THE BOARD: 
Voted unanimously to make a favorable comment on the proposed project.
