This Charter Agreement to organize a Planning District Conmission made tl'lis

15th day of March, 1970, by and between the undersigned governmental subdivisions as

authorized by the Virginia Area Development Act (Title 15.1, Chapter 34, Sections '15.1-

1400, et. seq., Code of Virginia (1950), as amended):

~lOW THEREFORE it is agreed that:

ARTICLE I

Name, Location, Authority,. Purpose

Section 1. The name of this organization sha be the West Piedmont Planning District
,

Conunission, hereinafter called the "COMMISSION. II

Section 2. The principal office gf the COMMISSION shall be in Martinsville, Virginia.

The location of the principal office may be changed by the concurrence of

two-thirds of the COMMISSION members present at a regular meeting, provided

that the clerk of the governing body of each me~ber governmental subdivision

has been ~otified of the contemplated relocation in writing at least thirty

days before such meeting.

Section 3. The COMMISSION shal be a public body corporate and politic with all the

powers and duties granted to it by the Virginia ~rea Development Act.

Secti on. 4. The purpose of the COMMISSIO~~ shall be to promote the orderly and efficient

development of the physical, social, and economic elements of the Planning

District by planning, and encouraging and assisting governmental subdivi-

sions to plan for the future.

ARTICLE II

Member,s hi p

Section 1. COMMISSION members shall be appointed by the respective governing bodies of

those political subdivisions which are parties to this Charter Agreement

provided, however, that at least a majority, but not substantially more than

a majority, of the COMMISSION's members shall be elected officials of the



governing bodies o f  t h e  governmental subdiv is ions w i t h i n  the Planning Dis- 

t r i c t  w i t h  each p a r t i c i p a t i n g  county, c i t y ,  and town of more than 3,500 

popu la t ion  having a t  l e a s t  one representat ive,  and the o ther  members being 

q u a l i f i e d  voters  and res idents  of the D i s t r i c t ,  who ho ld  no o f f i c e  e lec ted 

by the people, 

Sect ion 2. Governmental subd iv is ions which are p a r t i e s  t o  t h i s  Charter Agreement s h a l l  

appoint  th ree members t o  the  COMMISSION on the f o l l o w i n g  basis:  from each 

j u r i s d i c t i o n ,  two members o f  the  governing body, and one non-elected r e s i  - 
dent q u a l i f i e d  voter .  

Sect ion  3. Vacancies on the COMMISSIOPl s h a l l  be f i l l e d  f o r  the  unexpired term i n  the 

same manner as the o r i g i n a l  appo~ntment was made. 

Sect ion 4. Any member o f  the  COMMISSION s h a l l  be e l i g i b l e  f o r  reappointment b u t  may 

be removed f o r  cause by the  governing body which appointed him. 

ARTICLE I 1 1  

Terms o f  O f f i c e  and Vot ing Rights 

Sect ion  1. The terms o f  o f f i c e  o f  COMMISSION members who a re  a l s o  members of govern- 

i n g  bodies s h a l l  be co inc iden t  w i t h  t h e i r  e lec ted  terms o f  o f f i c e  o r  such 

shor te r  term as t h e i r  governing bodies s h a l l  determine. The terms of of- 

f i c e  o f  the  c i t i z e n  members s h a l l  be three years. However, i n  the  absence 

o f  act ion.  by a governing body t o  designate a replacement fo r  a serv ing 

c i t i z e n  member, he s h a l l  cont inue i n  o f f i c e  u n t i l  such designat ion s h a l l  

have been made. 

Sect ion  2. Each member o f  the  COMMISSION s h a l l  have one equal vo te  i n  a l l  mat ters 

before  the  COMMISSION. However, on any vote before  the Board, a member 

may request  a populat ion-weighted vote. I n  such a case, each j u r i s d i c -  

t i o n  i s  a l l o c a t e d  one vote  per  5,000 i n  populat ion,  o r  major f r a c t i o n  

thereof ,  the  votes t o  be cas t  by the member designated f o r  t h a t  purpose 

by the j u r i s d i c t i o n .  When vo t ing  by t h i s  procedure, a two-th i rds m a j o r i t y  

i s  necessary t o  c a r r y  the  issue. 



ARTICLE IV 

Officers 

Section 1. Officers of the COMMISSION shall  consist of a Chairman and Vice-chairman 

who shall be elected by the membership of the COPIMISSIOH. The COMMISSIO!J, 

i f  i t  desires,  may e lec t  other officers such as a secretary-treasurer. 

Section 2. The Chairman and Vice-Chairman shall  be elected for  terms of one year or 

unti 1 the i r  successors are elected. 

Section 3.  COMMISSION off icers  shal l  be e l ig ib le  for  the re-election. 

Section 4. The COMMISSION shal l  appoint an Executive Director who shall  be an employee 

of the COMMISSION and shall  serve a t  the pleasure of a majority of the mem- 

bership. 

Section 5. The COMMISSION may designate i t s  Executive Director as the organization's 

secretary-treasurer. 

ARTICLE V 

Planning Dis t r ic t  Commission - Regional Planning Commission Merger 

Section 1. Upon the ra t i f ica t ion  of th is  Charter Agreement of, '~ounties of Franklin and 

Pi t tsylvania,  formerly members of the Reservoir Rkgional Planning Comission 

b u t  now within the ,West Piedmont Planning Dis t r i c t  shal l  merge with the 

West Piedmont Planning Dis t r ic t  Commission. Their proportionate share of 

a l l  assets  shal l  be transferred t o  the West Piedmont Planning Dis t r ic t  Com- 

mission and shall  be reserved f o r  use on projects in i t i a t ed  by the Reservoir 

Regional Planning Commission. 

Addition or  Withdrawal of Members 

Section 1. Any governmental subdivision within the West Piedmont Planning Distr ict  

which i s  not a party to  th is  Charter Agreement a t  the effect ive date there- 

of may thereafter  join the COMllISSIOFl provided tha t  such governmental sub- 

division i s  e l ig ib le  for  membership a n d  that  i t  adopts and executes th is  

Aqreemen t .
